FISCAL YEAR 2013 BUDGET MESSAGE

The 2013 fiscal budget was approved by the Weston County Commissioners based on a county valuation of 157,884,822. This is an increase
from the previous fiscal year. The county has been taking a conservative approach to budgeting for the last couple of years. We anticipated that
state revenues (severance monies), oil and gas valuation and food tax replacement monies were in question as well as some grant funding. The
county was fortunate in that Congress fully-funded the PILT payment for another year which off-set some of the losses. The legislature replaced
a portion of the hardship funding which the county had anticipated losing. The money was allocated to accounts/projects in the last fiscal year
which were considered “immediate need only”. These accounts/projects continue to be funded and evaluated on a yearly basis.

The county requested that the departments hold the line on spending and budgeting and their responding requests have been conservative,

The county’s plan is to focus on needed repairs and replace only as needed. County Road Upgrades as weli as buiiding and equipment
maintenance and repair will be the focus this year.

Employees are a priority, raises of 50 cents per hour for all employees were approved, and the Commissioners’ goal is to maintain the current
work force. The county is budgeting for the increase to the empioyee health care plan and the state mandated increase to the retirement plan.
The health care costs will be monitored to determine if the county can continue with the same plan and employee contributions in the future.

Weston County has received grant funding for an Airport Runway Extension Project, Congestion Mitigation, Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) and Consensus Funding. The Consensus Funding was appropriated on a biennium basis, Weston County has anticipated the
biennium funding in Fiscal Year 2013. American Recovery Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Funding was carried forward from the previous year and will
improve the energy efficiency of systems being utilized at Mallo Camp. Homeland Security and Public Health grants make up the majority of the
other grants the county has received. Homeland security and public health grants require minimal match money if any and the congestion

mitigation projects are matched with county road funds received from the state. The Fair Building Grant is a carry-over project from the
previous year.

The Commissioners anticipate that the economic downturn may continue and a conservative approach to budgeting is being implemented. The

goal will be to continue to provide services at the current level and to maintain the current number of employees without a need for a reduction
in force. At this time, except for public safety positions, the goal is to not create new positions.
